Minutes for August 20th were approved with corrections.

Tracy Rogers handed out a pamphlet on Regional Preparedness.  MAPHCO has done a complete emergency dispensing site plan. She also handed out guides for town residents.  MHOA annual conference will be held in Cape Cod Oct 23-25.  She made corrections to our contact information and suggested we contact the Heath Church to see if they would be willing to work with Tracy for Emergency Preparedness.  Karen will get Jenna’s contact info and forward.

146 Colrain Stage Rd: Perc test was conducted and passed.  The system will be a raised-mound, pumped system.  Seller will pay for the perc test and the design.  Glen will get at least 3 estimates for the installation. He will then go to the Housing Court with the cost of the system to work out the payment details.  He also took contact info for MJ Adams who is the contact for the septic loan program from the FCRHA.  Geoflow system will most likely be used.  The building department has decided to allow the building to be considered a year-round residence although no permits were ever pulled by the previous owners.  The decision was based on the fact that the building has been there more than 10 years which they say is their criteria for grandfathering.

Porta-potty policy: there was discussion about how to verify toilets are being emptied. We also discussed that we have not considered when and where porta-potties should be allowed. Karen will create an application form and then we will act on the policy.

101 Hosmer: Septic system has been installed.

Clean Sweep Day:  Mike Shattuck will operate the backhoe.  We still need one more person, preferably strong.  Becky said she would bring someone.  We are also waiting to hear back from Rowe about whether we might be able to bring e-waste there to their new e-waste collection site. Coupons were mailed to Temporary Occupancy Permit Holders. 

Temporary Occupancy Permit Fees were discussed.  Betty will look into legality of collecting fees which are not directly related to cost of services.

Unified Fee Schedule:  Board discussed and compared our fees and agreed to all but 3: Residential/Seasonal kitchens, follow-up food inspections (after violations), and fees for  temporary food permits.  Glen will bring our thoughts back to the CPHS board.
